JAZZ Kindy & above

An expressive form of dance that blends the elements, fundamentals & technique of
Classical Ballet. Modern dance develops fluidity, grace, poise and expression. Modern is
included in the following combo classes: 'MiniBlast', 'DemiBlast' & 'DanceBlast'. 
ADVANCED DanceBlast & Technique classes explore Contemporary, another component
based on Modern. 

MODERN Kindy & above

A lively & rhythmic class where dancers move more than just their bodies, but
transform their feet into musical instruments. Students learn the foundational steps,
explore footwork patterns and develop precision & timing. Dancers explore a variety of
Tap dance genres including, Broadway, Classical & Funk to keep us up to date.
Tap is included in the following Junior combo classes: 'MiniBlast' & 'DemiBlast'.
Tap is considered an additional style for dancers in Year 4 & above. 

TAP Kindy & above

This variation of Jazz is only offered in our 'DanceBlast' classes. Think Broadway
musicals, big stage numbers, high performance and LOTS of characterisation.
A style perfect for those who love to dance with flair and personality, all inspired by
the magic of your favourite Broadway musicals. 

BROADWAY Year 4 & above
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A mix of Hip Hop, Funk, Street & Freestyle. Learn dynamic, commercial choreography
and bust a move like they do in your favourite music video. All the latest moves from
Kindy & up, age appropriate music & choreography ALWAYS used.

HIP HOP & URBAN Kindy & above



An artistic and inspirational style of dance drawing elements from both ballet and
modern to form a completely unique and beautiful genre. Dancers will explore
grounded movements, dynamic floor work & seamless transitions in rhythm speed and
intent. Contemporary is looked at in ADVANCED 'DanceBlast' classes ONLY and requires
enrolment in a Technique class.

DICTIONARY OF DANCE STYLES 
CONTEMPORARY Year 7 & above

Combining Classical Ballet, Yoga & Pilates, this class works primarily on technical
dance elements, flexibility, stability and extension work. For those who love their barre,
centre & corner work.

DANCE1 offers an After School Care service transferring students between Holy Family &

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DANCE1 UNIFORM & SHOE FITTINGS
At DANCE1 all of our dancers wear our DANCE1 uniform and don’t we look gorgeous!! Our
uniform items can only be purchased directly through the D1 office and there are three different
types ... Fuchsia and black for the tinies, burgundy for the minis & juniors and Black for inter &
senior dancers. The DANCE1 uniform is compulsory for all of our students. 

DANCE1 holds occasional 'Uniform Fittings' throughout the Term where uniform is sized and
allocated. Whether attending at the start of the year or halfway through Term, slots need to
be booked in advance with the DANCE1 Office. At these fittings, we also have a limited
amount of second hand shoes available. 

Alternatively, shoes can be purchased in advance through BLOCH. Please make sure that you
purchase shoes in TAN colour and have BLOCH refer to our ‘studio shoe card’. 

Prefer to shop online though? DANCE1 has an online Uniform shop where you can purchase
items 24/7. While we recommend being fitting for your dancer’s size, the DANCE1 Office can
assist with sizing if necessary.

Class placements can only be secured with payment AND a completed 2025 Enrolment Form.
 

In Terms 3 & 4 fees are tuition only based on the remaining 15 weeks of dancing in 2025. At
